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The activities of the organisation during the year 2021-22 were mainly concentrated on its Child Help 

Line-1098 service. During the year, the Child Help 

Line Sult team continued its fight against COVID-19 

pandemic in whole of its jurisdiction. The team went 

door to door to make people aware against the 

COVID-19 disease, as people in remote areas of the 

hilly region generally remain deprived of the 

comforts of the modern age. By visiting every 

household in most of the villages in block- Sult of 

district Almora, the team members tried to convince people that coronavirus infection is life threatening, 

so they should not show any kind of negligence in 

their behaviour. While following the COVID-19 

guidelines issued by the ministry of Health and 

Family welfare Govt of India like physical 

distancing, properly wearing face mask, avoiding 

shaking hands and hugging etc. the team also held 

get together of small and large groups at schools, 

aganwadi centres, hospitals and other 

establishments of government and non-govt-

organisations. The team individually explained 

COVID-19 guidelines to people point by point, as the 

guidelines through media could not create as much 

impact as by face to face talk with individuals at 

their door step.  

All through the year, the child help line team of the 

society worked as frontline functionaries risking 

their own lives to serve the humanity. These were 

the people who worked day and night for months 

together, living away from their own families without 

thinking even for a moment for them. They put social service before their own interests. The team also 

distributed PPE kits & masks, sanitizers, handwash and soap cakes among people who belong to the 



lowest stratum (underprivileged people) of the society, as they could not afford to buy these items 

frequently.  Relief material in the form of grocery items 

was also distributed among people, as the pandemic badly 

hit the economy of the people who lost their jobs as daily 

wage workers and other menial jobs in big cities.  During 

the year the counseling sessions were also held and gave 

tips to people to follow or proper diet plan and during the 

recovery 

from 

COVID-19 infection.  The counselor also gave people tips 

on nutrition which boosts the immunity of the body.       

The team also gave socio-psychological support to 

children who were suffering from anxiety and depression 

due to the two successive lockdowns.  The traumatic 

experience of lockdowns during the first and second 

waves of COVID-19 pandemic left deep scars on the 

psyche of children. The team identified such children in 

the area and held multiple rounds of counseling sessions 

with them which acted as cushion for the children who 

were still in trauma.  

Child Help Line team also held programmes on different 

occasions like Independence Day (15th August) , 

Republic Day (26th January), Day Against Child 

Labour (12th June) and Anti Drug Abuse and Illicit 

Trafficking Day (26th June). The team used these 

occasions to create awareness against Child Labour, 

Drug Abuse etc and related laws.   

Child Line team also motivated people to necessarily go 

for vaccination, as vaccination is the only way of 

protection against the deadly Coronaviurs. They 



cleared their doubts or myths about the COVID-19 vaccines, which (the myths) were deterring people to 

take vaccine.  

Child Line team also observed the week from 14th- 21st 

November as Child Line Se Dosti Saptah. The objective 

of the celebration was to make CHILD HELP LINE-1098 a 

household name in the region and increase its 

popularity and develop a sense of security in children 

and make the environment child friendly, so that they 

could develop mentally and physically to the best of 

their potential. All through the week from 14th-21st 

November 2021, Child Line team held different kinds of 

activities/events across the development block- Sult 

(Almora). A number of awareness programmes were held 

at public places as well as at schools, offices or other 

kinds of establishments.  Awareness programmes, 

competitive events- Drawing and painting, essay writing, 

race, storytelling; signature campaigns; tying friendship 

bands to the child right stakeholders etc.  The team also 

made people aware against the COVID-19 pandemic. 

Moreover, Childline team held awareness 

programmes and also held signature campaigns.   

In addition, Child Help Line, Sult team and Sector 

Headquarters, SSB, Almora jointly organised two 

one day sensitization programme on Human / Child 

Trafficking at Sector Headquarters, SSB, Almora 

on 17th September 2021 and 31st March 2022. The 

objective of the programme was to enhance the 

understanding of SSB officials about the same, as 

SSB guards the Indo-Nepal and Indo-Bhutan Border and according to the media reports there is a large 

scale Trans -border human trafficking, mostly involving children. In the recent years, there has been a 

sharp rise (around 5 -folds) in such incidents. The SSB troops often come across incidents of human 

trafficking taking place across the INDO-NEPAL border.
